· Costs.
· Time spent reviewing patients in f2f and Nf2f clinics by specialist clinician.
· Outcome of clinical reviews e.g. discharge to community/ discharged to GP / referred for follow up (f2f or Nf2f).
· Practices/other community settings taking part in the trial.

· Number of patients within relevant cohort for f2f and Nf2f.
· Proportion of patients converted from Nf2f to f2f pathway.
Qualitative outcomes measures
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· A patient acceptability or satisfaction survey.
· Interviews or focus groups with practitioners on experiences of embedding Nf2f clinics in practice including their experiences of convenience and quality of care.
